In federal fiscal year 2021, the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration awarded the 
State of Vermont $6.4 million for highway safety behavior change programs. 
The SHSO awards federal highway safety grants to local, state, and non-profit agencies for 
projects to improve highway safety and reduce deaths and serious injuries due to crashes.
